At the completion of the
public portion Mr. Steven Tombalakian, Attorney for the Commission, will review the conditions, suggestions and/or
approvals prior to the acceptance or denial of the proposal.

The membership of the Historic Preservation Commission will end all matters no later than 10:00 PM, with no new testimony
or new applications beginning after 9:30 PM. The minutes of these proceedings are being electronically recorded and the
compact disc will be on file at the HPC Office for review. We ask for the cooperation of the public in limiting any unnecessary
noise by muting your microphone before and after the public participation portion of the meeting.”
