REPORT OF THE BUSINESS ADMINISTRATOR

¢ Flood Ordinance — DEP Submission Completed: As the Committee may recall from our last
meeting, the Township is required to update our current flood ordinance in conjunction with our
continued participation and conformance with the National Flood Insurance Program. Thanks to
input received from our Construction Office and our OEM, our draft ordinance was officially
submitted to NJDEP today for their approval, a day ahead of their March 15% deadline. Once we
receive sign off from the State, we can begin the process of introducing and approving the new
ordinance, which must be adopted by June 15t.

e Updates/Upgrades to Township Phone System: Last week, Township representatives from
Administration, Finance, MIS, Police and the Senior Center met with representatives from OSI
Technology, who the Committee may recall is the vendor the Township contracted with in
November 2020 to make necessary updates and upgrades to the phone systems here at the municipal
building and at the Senior Center. After experiencing significant delays in the completion of the
system upgrade due to questions about availability of specific internet capabilities to the building, we
are on track to finally execute the remainder of this contract (one of those next steps is the approval
of quotes for the Senior Center portion of the project, which are on the agenda this evening.)

e Police Body-worn Cameras: Today (March 14%) at the start of the shift (0700 hours), the Neptune
Township Police Department began utilizing Body-Worn Cameras. In addition, the Mobile Video
Recorder cameras which have been used in our patrol vehicles for many years are receiving an
upgrade. All officers and SLEO II’s have been trained in the operation of the BWCs and will be
utilizing them on calls for service, motor vehicle stops, investigations and any other incident within
the officer’s discretion pursuant to NTPD, Monmouth County Prosecutor’s Oftfice and New Jersey
Attorney General guidelines.

e  Green Team Meeting (3/6): The Township Green Team met last week and began the process of
gathering information for recertification under the Sustainable New Jersey program. In conjunction
with myself and our Township Clerk, Green Team members will compile an inventory of existing
programs and ordinances, as well as recommended actions, that will qualify us to continue our
participation in this valuable program, and present a list of requested actions to the Township
Committee.
