Sponsoring of Juneteenth Celebration

Volunteer Emergency Responder Reimbursement Program

the calls have increased. The Fire Department has put in place in the program that allows for
reimbursement. The Fair Labor states that volunteers can be compensated for twenty (20%) of what the
cost of paid staff would be. Mr. Bascom stated they have calculated to allow a reimbursement of $60.00
per six-hour (0) shifts and $30.00 per three-hour (3) shift.

There is money in the budget through the American Rescue Plan for this program.

Mr. Bascom stated that EMS and
OEM will be recruiting, and you must be active on either in order to be eligible.

worse for wear. Mr. Lane attended the ‘Stronger Together’ event and it was a great event
to discuss how to make a better Neptune.

Mr. Lane highlighted the following events: Veterans Memorial on May 28", the Memorial
Day Parade in Shark River, and the Memorial Day Parade that will begin at Town Hall.
Mr. Lane stated that Resolution 23-212 is a company seeking to come into Neptune and
they prioritize hiring of Veterans.

Deputy Mayor York  Ms. York stated the Antique Car Show was cancelled due to weather. Ms. York met with

Neptune United, which is a new group in Town. Ms. York congratulated Neptune
United on their successful food drive.

Ms. York stated that the EDC met and discussed an opportunity for a new Chamber of
Commerce. Ms. York stated graduation is scheduled for June 21*.

Mayor Cafferty Mayor Cafferty stated the Township is working on encouraging more arts in the

community including additional theatre. Mayor Cafferty attended the New Jersey Sharing
Network 5k over the weekend and touched on the importance of organ donation.

REPORT OF THE BUSINESS ADMINISTRATOR

The Business Administrator will report on capital projects and matters of general interest.

Update on Homeless Encampment: On May 10%, the Police Department participated in a monthly
case conference hosted by the Mental Health Association of Monmouth County and including
representatives of the Monmouth County Continuum of Care, Adult Services, and Garden State Home
to discuss ongoing joint efforts to address the conditions at the “Tent City” homeless encampment.
Participant agencies reported on their visits to the camp — which took place on April 28" and May 5 —
and efforts to secure housing placement for the residents of the encampment. To date, 14 individuals
have been identified as qualifying for Monmouth County Low Income Housing while another 10
individuals have not been assessed due to missing vital documents. Tomorrow, I will be participating in
an informational Zoom call hosted by the Monmouth County Homeless System Collaborative that has
been set up to provide technical assistance for agencies interested in applying for FY2023 Continuum of
Care funding administered by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development to see if the
Township is able to qualify for any assistance in conjunction with the homeless encampment.

Sustainable New Jersey Grant Announcement: This morning, Sustainable Jersey held a Grant
Awards Event at TCNJ where it was announced that Neptune Township is the recipient of a $2,000
grant from the PSEG Foundation in support of our application to improve the Liberty Park Community
Garden. Specifically, the funds will be used to purchase supplies (mulch, pesticides, seeds, plants, etc.)
that will help convert the garden to organic methods. Special thanks to Green Team member Pat
Monroe, Diana Hartis, and Sustainable Jersey liaison/Municipal Clerk Gabriella Siboni for their efforts in
applying for and supplying the justifications for this grant.

Retention Program. Mr. Martins brought a program book relating to Ocean Grove
and referenced its content. Mr. Martins stated he was assaulted by an individual at
the Democratic Club meeting. Mr. Martins stated that the Mayor followed this man
outside of the meeting.

Paul Martin Mzr. Martin stated he is a lifelong Democrat, and for the first time in his life that he
has been embarrassed being a part of the party because of this party.

Mr. Anthony stated Ocean
Grove is very unique legally. Mr. Anthony stated the view of Ocean Grove as a
political entity was found to be illegal and to be made part of Neptune Township.
Mr. Anthony summarized different scenarios that the Township may have ability for
enforcement and oversight and times when they do not.

Gary Brown, Cardinal ~ Mr. Brown thanked Gina for her efforts on the progress with the homeless

Rd. encampment. Mr. Brown stated there were always a few homeless living in the area
in question, but recently it has grown so fast and to be so large. Mr. Brown played a
noise clip of what the residents are experiencing. Mr. Brown stated he would really
like to see assistance to the disabled members of the homeless encampment.

Ms. Burns stated with the beach badges it implicates first amendment rights, free
association and freedom of religion. Ms. Burns stated the Township Committee
could use moral authority over this issue. Ms. Burns stated people should not be
required to purchase a badge to access the beach that includes a religious symbol on
1t.

Mr. Johnson requested the Township Committee RICE notice Mr. Johnson to
engage in a conversation regarding his employment, Human Resources and
Directors at Public Works. Mr. Anthony stated the matter has been referred to the
Labor Attorney. Mr. Johnson requested the Township Committee to hear his side
of the story and is hopeful that the right thing will happen. Mr. Johnson stated he
has issues with the departments over seeing this issue.

Mr. Coakley stated that the lanes on the street coming to the Township, and he
asked why. Mr. Coakley has requested the Township provide a letter for a sign on
Gulley and Brighton intersection. Mr. Coakley asked why there are not addresses on
the municipal buildings, even though it is required. Mr. Coakley asked if names
could be painted on the overpasses.

Mr. Williams thanked Committeeman Lane for his work on the Veteran’s Banners
in Ocean Grove. Mr. Williams spoke in support of the residents seeking a resolution
for the beach badges. There is a growing number of residents who do not subscribe
to the mission of the Camp Meeting Association. The Camp Meeting Association is
not open to a solution for the issues being raised and to address the concerns of the
residents of the area.

Ms. Harris asked if Rent Control still in effect in Neptune Township. Mr. Anthony
stated yes and that there is a Rent Leveling Board. Mr. Anthony stated the code
stated there must be a minimum unit to be subject to the ordinance. Newer
complexes may file for an exemption to the local code.

Ms. Klein stated she is disappointed that the Township has not used the moral
authority or any form of persuasion to address the beach tag issues. Ms. Klein stated
the Camp Meeting Association could accommodate the concerns of Neptune, but
they only care about Catholic residents or visitors.

Ms. Klein asked when and if the Township will regulate electric bikes on the
boardwalk.
